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Sunday, June 29th the North American, Europe, Caribbean World
Evangelism Committee met for the first time. The members of this committee

met to receive information about the purpose of our group.

We outlined the privilege and responsibility we have as member of this W.E.C.
This list is not exhaustive but explains 4 areas of ministry that we want to stay

focused on.

Create awareness for our missionaries and countries we represent.
- Providing articles for the materials produced internally in our church.
- Displays around the church to keep the church informed about our missionaries.
- Provide an emphasis in our missions conference for our section of the world.

Communicate with the missionaries.
- Read the correspondence from our missionaries.
- Provide information for our missionaries to keep them updated on what we are
doing.

Consider opportunities for our church to make an impact in this part of the world.
- Gather information about the major cities and ministries in our area of the world.
- Provide the information to the Executive World Evangelism Committee

Catalyst for future missionaries from our church to these parts of the world.
- Pray that God will send people from our church to our section of the world.
- Provide opportunities for short term missions trips to this area.

We will be meeting again on the first Sunday of August. I am very thankful for the
desire and willingness of the members of our church to take responsibility for the most
important part of our church - the mission of God $s church.
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The South America World Evangelism Committee is going full force.

This week we had our first meeting and went over some plans on how to be

effective as a team.  The missionaries under our care are the following families:

the Kevin White Family; the Christian the Gutierrez Family; the Jeff Bush Family;

the Jason Holt Family; the Aldo Asto Family; and the Curtis Couch Family.  We will be

making sure the church knows about the lives of each of these missionaries.  Another

one of our goals is to make sure each missionary family knows we carry the same burden

they do for the ministry they are involved in.  We will be planning a mission's trip next

year to South America to visit a couple of our missionaries.  If you would like to be on

our team, you are definitely welcome to join us.  Just let me know.
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We had our first meeting a couple of weeks ago and it went well. We had over

20 in attendance and had the privilege of having Aaron and the team going to

Morroco to be with us. We talked about a yokefellow ministry, explaining what it is

and the importance of it. We discussed each missionary VBC supports. Some the items

talked about was, what each missionary was doing in their part of Africa, needs they

have, passed out prayer cards and prayer letters and talked about each one in detail.

One last point talked about was the importance of the women in our group to stay in

contact with the missionary wives on the field. Sometimes they are over looked, but a

really important part of the ministry. We ended by praying for each missionary, their

needs, and God sending forth more labours to that continent to help evangelize Africa.

Asia is the world's largest and most populous continent. It covers

29.4% of the Earth's total land area and, with over 4 billion people, it

contains more than 60% of the world's current human population.  We have

an incredible burden to see more done in Asia for His cause.

We are currently supporting 3 missionaries working in Asia and will be

sending Mark Tolson in a few short months.  We want to do everything that we

can to help them. These missionaries are Jake Taube in China, Daniel Flemming in

China, Josh Ewing in Indonesia and Mark Tolson in China. That is what the Asia

World Evangelism Committee is all about - helping and partnering with these, while

recruiting others, to see Asia reached for His Kingdom.
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Here are some frightening statistics
from the National Center on Addiction

and Substance Abuse:

Alcohol Statistics:

First Peter 5:8 tells us that the Devil walks about like a roaring lion seeking whom he
may devour, and alcoholism is one his most successful forms of attack. It is an attack that
has destroyed men, women, children, blacks, whites, Hispanics, rich people and poor people.

Most people who are under this kind of attack spend their lives trying to beat it off
with willpower, discipline, and the help of other people, missing out on the power that
defeats and destroys the power of not just this sin, but ALL sin: the power of Christ.

John 4:13-14 !Jesus answered and said unto her, Whosoever drinketh of this water
shall thirst again: But whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall never
thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into
everlasting life. "

Why is alcoholism such an effective attack of Satan? Because it allows people to fill
the void in their life with something that makes them temporarily forget the emptiness
inside. Christ called Himself the living water: the only thing that satisfies and gives real
life, and life more abundantly!

> More than 100,000 U.S. deaths are caused by
excessive alcohol consumption each year. Direct
and indirect causes of death include drunk
driving, cirrhosis of the liver, falls, cancer, and
stroke.

> At least once a year, the guidelines for low risk
drinking are exceeded by an estimated 74% of male
drinkers and 72% of female drinkers aged 21 and
older.

> 65% of youth surveyed said that they got the
alcohol they drink from family and friends.

> Nearly 14 million Americans meet diagnostic
criteria for alcohol use disorders.

> Youth who drink alcohol are 50 times more likely to use cocaine than those who never drink
alcohol.

> Among current adult drinkers, more than half say they have a blood relative who is or was an
alcoholic or problem drinker.

> Across people of all ages, males are four times as likely as females to be heavy drinkers.

> More than 18% of Americans experience alcohol abuse or alcohol dependence at some time in their
lives.

> Traffic crashes are the greatest single cause of death for persons aged 6 ! 33. About 45% of these
fatalities are in alcohol-related crashes.

> Underage drinking costs the United States more than $58 billion every year " enough to buy every
public school student a state-of-the-art computer.

> Alcohol is the most commonly used drug among young people.

> Problem drinkers average four times as many days in the hospital as nondrinkers " mostly because
of drinking-related injuries.

> Alcohol kills 6½ times more youth than all other illicit drugs combined.

> Concerning the past 30 days, 50% of high school seniors report drinking, with 32% report being
drunk at least once.
